In Maine, you can vote absentee 30-45 days before an election simply by requesting to do so. You can either ask to have a ballot sent to your house or you can vote in person at your town office 30-45 days before the election.

In light of this convenient way of voting, (Company Name) will be holding an Absentee Ballot Card (ABC) Drive. In the next few weeks, an absentee ballot card will be sent to your home. All you have to do is fill it out and drop it in the mail, and an absentee ballot will be sent to you 30-45 days before the November 2nd election. It is easier than ever to vote in Maine! Last election 25 State House seats were determined by 200 votes or less. One seat in the primary election on June 8th was decided by only 4 votes. Clearly, every vote does count and with the ability to vote absentee—there is no excuse not to vote!

Many important issues are decided in Augusta everyday and it’s important that we have legislators who will work toward and support a stronger economy.  Maine’s poor economy is not a matter of fate, but of political choices made in Augusta.
