ABC Drive Questions and Answers

Q: Do I have to use the pre-written draft message for my Absentee Ballot Cards?

A: No, you do not have to use AMF’s suggested message. You can follow the draft message to a tee, or compose your own. What you express to your employees and the degree to which you express it is your decision. The goal of an Absentee Ballot Card message is to include a statement that will motivate your employees to vote and consider the economic issues.

Q: Am I soliciting my employees by sending them an Absentee Ballot Card at home?

A: No, you are not soliciting your employees. Simply motivating your employees to vote and sharing economic information is not in anyway a solicitation. The decision of who to vote for in November will remain entirely up to the voter.

Q: Will AMF use my employee mailing list for other purposes other than to send out Absentee Ballot Cards?

A: No, AMF will only use your employee mailing list for our Absentee Ballot Card efforts. If you prefer, you can send your list to the printer who will be printing the absentee ballot cards. Either way, your employee list will not be distributed or used for reasons other than the Absentee Ballot Card Effort.

Q: Why do I have to use a certain Absentee Ballot Card form?

A: The Secretary of State dictates that one part of the Absentee Ballot Card be the State’s Absentee Ballot form, which is the portion of the Absentee Ballot Card that will be submitted for a ballot.  Since the employer is one of the most credible sources of information to an employee, AMF encourages you to send the Absentee Ballot Cards to the employees’ homes with a tailored message from you. 
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
