AMF Voter Registration Questions and Answers

Q:  How do you fill out a Voter Registration Application card?

A:  We have provided an instruction sheet that should answer all of these potential questions that you or your employees may have.  Please display the instruction sheet during your registration drive or pass them out to your employees as instructions. 

Q:  How do I communicate with my employees about their representatives in Augusta?

A: If employees have access to computers, direct them to the AMF Employee Website, www.amfvote.org, or have them call the State of Maine toll free at 

1-800-301-3178.
Q:  How do I answer questions about the candidates?   

A:  We advise you to share with your employees the candidates’ positions on economic issues.  This may include incumbent voting records and the different candidates’ Maine Economic Research Institute (MERI) ratings or survey responses.  MERI ratings assess the incumbent candidates’ positions on economic issues on a scale from 1 to 100, 1 being a weakest economic grade and 100 being the strongest economic grade.  Also, you can tell your employees whom you are going to support, but it is critical that you do not direct them how to vote.  AMF’s objective is to provide the necessary information to your employees to make an educated independent decision on Election Day.

Q:  How do I talk to employees about the campaign issues?   

A:  The AMF Employee website outlines the three major issues AMF is focusing on this election cycle:

1.) Tax burden and Government Spending 

2.) Business Climate 

3.) Job Security and Opportunities
Explanations of these issues are contained in the “Jobs and the Economy Issues Fact Sheet”, which is located on our employee website www.amfvote.org. Throughout the election cycle we will provide you “White Papers” on each of the three topics, which we hope you will share with your employees. It is essential in this effort that you do talk to your employees about the important economic issues facing Maine.
